Recipients are given a gift card to purchase clothes, household items and other
necessities to ease their reentry transition.

Applications for the 2024 Reentry Award will be accepted during national Youth Justice Action Month, Oct. 1-31,
2024. Recipients will be notified in November. Recipients will be awarded a $500 gift card to a major department
store, which will be sent to staff to deliver. Receipts should be sent back to ClY]. Award money cannot be used to
reimburse an expense already incurred.

community supervision site between the dates of Oct. 1, 2024 - Dec. 31, 2024.

e A completed application including this application form, the essay and questionnaire form, a copy of the
applicant’s reentry or case management plan and a staff recommendation is submitted by Oct. 31, 2024.
