e The applicant is scheduled or expected to be released from a participating facility or participating
community supervision site between the dates of Nov. 1 - Dec. 31, 2025.

e A completed application including this application form, the essay and questionnaire form, a copy of the
applicant's reentry or case management plan and a staff recommendation is submitted by Oct. 31, 2025.
